PROP 134 focuses on enhancing citizen initiatives by amending the signature
distribution requirements, as outlined in SCR1015, thereby promoting a more
inclusive and representative democratic process.

PROP 135 addresses the governor's emergency powers with HCR2039,
ensuring emergency declarations are managed effectively and in a timely
manner, safeguarding public health and safety.

PROP 136 aims to streamline the resolution of ballot measure disputes
through SCR1041, by introducing legal challenges to the constitutionality of
initiatives, increasing accountability within our voting system.
